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There have been significant developments in the South Asian region where Pakistan
and India are located. These developments have two major consequences. The first is
associated with Pakistan’s strategic and geopolitical breath in which China-Pakistan
Economic Corridor (CPEC) has entered into the second phase. The second important
consequence is Sino-Pakistan relations as Pakistan has been emerging as a hub of
regional integration.

Kashmir’'s future have long been the hallmark
